Application process
An open call for research proposals will run from June 1 to July 15, 2026. Lead investigators must submit applications via the official FRAP website: https://www.frap-network.org/Depot-de-candidature?lang=en.
Eligibility criteria
The lead investigator / applicant must:
· Be part of a FRAP-dedicated research team.
· Early-career researchers must show they are based in an environment that supports the continued development of the project beyond the proof-of-concept stage.
· Postdocs with the condition that they demonstrate their salary covers the FRAP funding period.
· The applicant cannot be involved in more than one project as a PI, and 1 Project as a collaborator.
Please note that incomplete applications cannot be considered.
Research Project Requirements:
The proposed project should:
· Have the potential to directly impact and improve the understanding of pancreatic adenocarcinoma biology, diagnosis and/or treatment.
· Involve ground-breaking scientific or technological approaches, where preliminary results are needed to strengthen future applications to national or international funding bodies.
· Must differ from other funded projects within the applying team.
Projects should have a clear clinical or biological significance. Appropriate topics may include, but are not limited to, studies on
· Pancreatic adenocarcinoma tumour biology
· Epidemiology and exposome 
· Clinical outcomes/Patient quality of life
· Novel treatment strategies
· Translational research projects 
Evaluation Process
A committee of independent external FRAP reviewers will assess proposals based on scientific quality, novelty, and potential benefit to patients.
Funding and Budget Allocation
Funding may be used for:
· Administrative project work at the site of PI and/or collaborating centers
· Research costs (consumables) 
· Student internship stipends
The review committee (external international board) will assess whether the proposed budget is appropriate.
Important notes:
· The same leading PI may not receive the Proof-of-Concept Grant in 2 consecutive years. However, groups are encouraged to participate in other funded collaborative projects. A PI that received the FRAP Young Researcher grant can apply. 

· Grant funds must be used within the financial year in which they are received. In exceptional and justified cases, a deferral may be granted.
